Summarize the session: Capture 1-3 main insights and findings of this session (including promising opportunities and inspiring solutions).
1. ---	BioBlitz is a really good way of getting kids and families engaged in the outdoors and investigating their local environment. It is a survey of a defined area to record as many species as possible. Feedback is that kids like getting dirty now, and it is very liberating, with kids adopting animals like worms. We preserve what we love, we love what we understand, we understand what we are taught. Therefore, if we are taught, we can understand, when we understand we can love, when we love, we will preserve.---
2. ---	It is important for citizen scientists to feel there is a purpose to their activity and information gathered and to be connected to something bigger – so other resources include: the Great NATURE project – which is an online platform to see it, snap it, upload it and it links to iNaturalist automatically so species identification can be verified and then used in scientific databases including the GBIF Global Biodiversity Information Facility. Having a location on information makes it data. There are also commercial activities like paying $10,000 to sail out to the Great Pacific Rubbish Patch which provide opportunities for engaging audiences and galvanising action. ---
3. ---	As children we start with a wonder and love for nature innately, but in school we learn to disconnect from nature and deal objectively with facts and figures. Society values being good at tests, rather than our relationship with nature. Our reconnection needs to be deeper than campaigns and social media. We need to form relationships with species. In disadvantaged communities, there is a need to give kids opportunities, understanding and to create leadership roles.  ---
